More on the Stink Bug:

The Brown Marmorated Stink Bug (BMSB) was bad last
year, but predictions have it being worse in 2011. Mary-
land and its neighbors have formed a taskforce that is
working on the problem, but things aren’t looking good.
The BMSB is at almost 100% hatch rate because they have
no native predators. And it has become obvious since last
year that it is an agricultural pest, but because it is a rela-
tively new pest all the data isn’t in yet.

They can cause major damage to gardens and are causing
damage to peaches and apples, soybeans and corn, and
even some ornamental shrubs and trees. Some of the
other trees and plants the BMSB have been enjoying, be-
sides apples and vegetable crops are: Butterfly bush,
Peach and Pear trees, Maple trees, Catalpa, Redbud, Yel-
low wood, Honey locust, Hibiscus, Tulip tree, Crabap-
ples, Paulownia, Black Cherry, Yoshino Cherry, Lilac,
Elm, Zelkova, Cleome, Dahlia and Zinnia.

They also have a different reaction if you spray with a
chemical that appears to be effective against them. In es-
sence they play dead, only to “wake up” days (up to sev-
eral) after you think they are dead. Articles warn against
smashing them, the scent may attract additional stink
bugs. So if you do “kill” them, it is suggested vacuuming
them into a bag and throwing away the bag after tightly

sealing it.

Small Motors: The BMSB has crawled into every crev-
ice it could find over the past year. There have been re-
ports of them hiding in the motors of string weeders, leaf
blowers, chain saws, etc, and causing the motors to burn
up because they air circulation is blocked. Check your
equipment before using it this year.

Springds Wings

With spring in full gear, sightings of native butterflies are beginning in force.
There is really nothing more enchanting than the first glimpse of these spectacular insects. My
Butterfly Bushes have appreciated the cooler spring temps and the wet weather and are grow-
ing with gusto, and hopefully will soon have droves of lovely butterflies sipping from them.

Butterflies native to Maryland include the Eastern Comma, the American Painted
Lady, the Swallowtail and the Monarch among others. Growing butterfly -friendly plants will
not only make your garden more colorful, but they will attract other pollinating insects such
as bees, and are consequently good for the environment as well. In Maryland, there are over
100 species of butterfly that can be seen in gardens throughout the state.

Butterflies will ideally need plants that are protected from the wind. Although many plants

bloom in Maryland gardens , not every plant suits butterflies. The University of Maryland sug-
gests a range of flowers that are low care and butterfly attracting, suitable for the slightly

warmer temperatures of the southern regions of the state. These perennials draw butterflies

with their open blooms and bright colors and are most effective when gardeners plant them in

large masses rather than in small patches.

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We should not forget about water sources either. Water for butterflies should be provided
in the form of a puddle in a sunny area, preferably near the butterfly garden. Containers
could be a small trench in the soil lined with plastic, a plastic pail buried in the ground, or a
dish or platter. Fill the container with sand. Place a few rocks and twigs on the sand to pro-
vide landing sites within reach of the water. Then fill the container with water to the level of
the sand. Such puddles are those sought by butterflies, not birdbaths, ponds, or large water
features.

Butterflies are so much more than just attractive accessories to our gardens. Searching for
nectar, they help pollinate plants, ensuring seeds for future generations. They are part of the
food chain, serving as prey for many birds and small mammals. So with that in mind con-

sider amending your garden to include some butterfly -loving plants. A couple of common va-
